WORSHIP

WELCOME

WORD

Main Text: Romans 1:21-26

A. Adam and Eve (Genesis 3:6)

giving in to the…

1. Lust of the flesh

2. Lust of their eyes

3. Pride of their lives

B. Cain (Genesis 4:1-7)


He made an offering o God in the wrong way thereby 
virtually rejecting God in their heart.
II. People who encountered God and worshipped God
A. Abraham (Genesis 22:1-18)

God blessed him when he worshiped Him with all he got.

B. Jehoshaphat (2 Chronicles 20:1-22)

When he was faced with insurmountable problem he 
appointed men to sing to the Lord.

C. Paul and Silas (Acts 16:25-26)


When they were in a difficult situation they prayed and sang 
hymns.

III. Why does worship seem to release enormous power from God?

1. Worship brings us to experience the reality of God’s presence. (Genesis 28:16; Matthew. 18:20)

2. Worship elevates us above the realm of our problems. (Psalm 27:4-5; Psalm 61:2; Job 1:20-22; Genesis 4:6-7)

3. Worship energizes us to receive the promises of God. (Acts 16:25-26)

4. Share your experience concerning worship. How does worship changed your life?
