22You Samaritans worship what you do not know; we worship what 
we do know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23Yet a time is coming 
and has now come when the true worshipers will worship the Father 
in spirit and truth, for they are the kind of worshipers the Father 
seeks.

HOW TO MISS THE MARK IN WORSHIP:

1. When we based our worship in anything except the truth of God.

2. When we worship with wrong motives

a. When we worship for experience only

b. To gain recognition

c. For tradition’s sake

HOW SHOULD WE WORSHIP GOD IN TRUTH?
1. We must worship God in truth by knowing who he is through the Bible – the written word of truth through Jesus – the Living word of truth.

2. To live a life of worship, we must worship in Spirit.

6. A Lover of God’s Word (Joshua 1:7-9)
7. A Great Passion for God’s Presence (Psalm 27:4)
8. A Person of Faith (Hebrews 1:17)
