The Key To Worship Is A Surrendered Heart - April, 2009 (Week 3)

Last week we have discussed about living a life of worship. A life of worship is characterized by a heart that honors God. Worship is an act of freely loving God. It is an adoring response of all that the believer is (heart, soul, will, emotions, body) to all God is, God says, God does.

Icebreaker: Have you ever have an experience in your life that you had surrendered something to God? (vice, struggle, property, sin, etc). How did you do it? What benefit/s did it make to your life after doing it?
We cannot truly worship and honor God if our heart is not fully surrendered to Him. In this week’s lesson we will discuss the importance of surrendering our heart to God. To surrender means giving God everything, all that you are. Jesus is our example of what surrender means, he surrendered everything.
Mr. Webster defines the word “surrender” as give in, give up, admit defeat, submit or yield.
WORD
THE MEANING OF A SURRENDERED HEART.

· Surrender means “the act of yielding or resigning one’s person or the possession of something into the power of another; to give up or yield to the influence, passion, or power of another.

· Your first surrender is when you accept Jesus as Lord and Savior

· Surrender is then a daily decision to yield your will to God’s will. 

JESUS WAS SURRENDERED TO HIS FATHER 
Lets read the following:  John 5:19-20 / John 6:38 / Luke 22:39-4
· Though Jesus knew beforehand what will happen to him here on he still chose to surrender to the Father.
· He surrendered to the Father on a daily basis.
· His total surrender meant going to the cross so multitudes of people would be saved. 

Jesus' instruction, as well as the example of His life modeled surrender. The disciples heard Him pray the Lord’s Prayer on a Galilee hillside, as well as later in the garden outside Jerusalem as He prayed through the most painful night of His life. Your will be done. Jesus lived His entire life in surrender to His Father's will. Jesus calls us to do the same.

Let’s read Romans 12:1-2

· Surrendered to God – 12:1 

Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God-- this is your spiritual act of worship. 
· Separate from the World – 12:2 

Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God's will is-- his good, pleasing and perfect will. 
· Romans 6:16 (AMP) Do you not know that if you continually surrender yourselves to anyone to do his will, you are the slaves of him whom you obey, whether that be to sin, which leads to death, or to obedience which leads to righteousness (right doing and right standing with God)? 

The following are major life influences that determine what we 
surrender to. 
· Parents – Exodus 20:12
· Church

· School

· Friends – Proverbs 13:20; 1 Corinthians 15:33

· Media – Mark 4:24, Proverbs 4:23.  

THE RESULTS OF A SURRENDERED HEART.
· A person with a surrendered heart to Jesus is conscious of God’s presence. He is falling in love with Jesus Christ day by day.
It is our consciousness to the presence of God that causes us to honor and worship Him but not until we choose to surrender everything to God.
