WORSHIP

WELCOME

Our 4-point mission as a church: WINNING PEOPLE, MAKING DISCIPLES, BUILDING LEADERS & REACHING THE WORLD.

Last week we have discovered the key to giving which is WORSHIP. We are still in the topic of giving. One of the things that should result from our giving is JOY. At the end of our session we will be able to understand and know how we are going to experience this JOY in giving.
WORD
There are four (4) things that we will be discovering for us to experience the JOY in Giving.

I. Give Enthusiastically – Find the Motivation


2 Corinthians 9: 7 / Deuteronomy 8: 17–18

· God moves in our hearts to open our hands. What does this mean to you?

· Is there a situation in your life when God spoke to your heart to give? How did you respond to God? Share with the group.

II. Give Intentionally – Find the Means

1 Chronicles 29: 3 / Exodus 35: 5 / Isaiah 45: 3

· What do you give to the God? And how often to you give?
· Are the things that you are giving God something that you can truly say that is yours? Why did you say so?

III. Give Willingly – Find the Maturity


2 Chronicles 29: 5-9 / Exodus 35: 21 - 22

· Why do you give to God?
· Was there ever a time that you gave something to God that you know in your heart that you are not willing to let go? How does it feel? Share with the group.

IV. Give Expectantly – Find the Magnitude


2 Corinthians 9: 11 / Matthew 6: 20 - 21

· Does God really want to bless you when you give? Why did you say so?
· How does God bless those who give to Him? 

WORK
When we give enthusiastically, intentionally, willingly and expectantly God will truly allow us to experience JOY. 
· Among the four (4) things which one are you struggling with?

· What are the things that you need to do to overcome them?

Please feel free to share to the group about your current state pertaining to giving.

· What have you learned in this week’s lesson?

· What would you personally apply in your spiritual walk pertinent to the biblical perspective about giving?
CLOSING
