Four-Step Approach to Soul Winning - February, 2009 (Week 2)

Our 4-point mission as a church: WINNING PEOPLE, MAKING DISCIPLES, BUILDING LEADERS & REACHING THE WORLD.

Last week we talked about Developing The Heart For The Lost. Having the heart for the lost means having the heart of God, this is compassion. It is the first step to evangelism.
Icebreaker: Have you had an experience where you had shared the gospel and had been intimidated or rejected? How does it feel? How about an experience where you had shared the gospel and that person had willingly accepted the Lord in his/her life? How does it feel?

From the book I Want to Bear Fruit! By Chuck Quinley, he gave four (4) simple steps to winning souls which we are going to talk about in our study today. 

Step 1: Pray this prayer
”Lord, send me someone today who needs your help.” 
God hears prayers. Whenever you pray this prayer expect that God would respond, that people who are in need of the Lord will be brought to your attention.
Step 2: Tune-in to Others

You’ll never know whom God’s going to send to you. When you have prayed the prayer, the next thing to do is to “tune-in” to others. 

To tune-in means becoming sensitive to the conditions of those around you. God will draw them to you if you will tune in to them.

Step 3: Say the Name of Jesus
We cannot share the gospel without saying the name of Jesus. As God begin to bring in people who are in need to you do not hesitate to share Jesus to them. 

Saying the name of Jesus identifies you as a follower of Christ. 

Step 4: Pray with People on the Spot
After sharing the gospel, offer to pray for them. Don’t just end the conversation and leave saying, “I’ll pray for you.” Make sure to end it by literally praying for them and allow the Holy Spirit to move in the life of the person you are ministering to.

Take some time to think through these four simple steps.

Let’s review…

Pray every morning… “Lord, send me someone today who needs your help.”
Tune-in to others… ask follow up questions, listen carefully. Someone will tell you about a personal problem. That’s your green light.

Brag on Jesus… tell them what He has done for you, share your own testimony and what you heard others had experience in being in relationship with Jesus Tell them that He loves them and has a plan for their life and wants to reveal Himself to them to prove He’s real.

Offer to pray for them on the spot… this fixes it in their mind as an unusual God-event, and provides a chance for God’s power to flow into them.

WORK
1. Among the four step which one you think you will have a hard time doing? Why do you say so?
2. Had someone came to you that have a problem that doesn’t know the Lord? How did you handle it? Share it with the group.
3. Commit to apply this four (4) simple steps this week and be ready to share next meeting or in our upcoming lifegroup meetings.
CLOSING

Do not forget to break into two (2’s) or triads (3’s) for the group’s accountability prayer time. Guideline for this: more praying less sharing. Let’s be spiritually accountable to each other. Let us remind ourselves of the church’s main thrust this month of February: EVANGELISM.
