Main Text: 1 Corinthians 5:1-7

1It is actually reported that there is sexual immorality among you, and of a kind that does not occur even among pagans: A man has his father's wife. 2And you are proud! Shouldn't you rather have been filled with grief and have put out of your fellowship the man who did this? 3Even though I am not physically present, I am with you in spirit. And I have already passed judgment on the one who did this, just as if I were present. 4When you are assembled in the name of our Lord Jesus and I am with you in spirit, and the power of our Lord Jesus is present, 5hand this man over to Satan, so that the sinful nature may be destroyed and his spirit saved on the day of the Lord.

 6Your boasting is not good. Don't you know that a little yeast works through the whole batch of dough? 7Get rid of the old yeast that you may be a new batch without yeast—as you really are. For Christ, our Passover Lamb has been sacrificed.
We live by faith, not by sight.  We live by the principle and foundation of trust in God.  We do not leap into the dark but we leap into the arms of God.

I. Living by Faith is taking a leap into the Reality of God 
Faith is a calculated leap.  It is leaping into reality--the reality of God.  Possibly, the question should be raised, “What is real?”  Is this pulpit real? Is that guitar real? Is this keyboard real? Why is it real? Obviously we believe it is real because we can see it.

· For we guide our lives by faith and not by what we see.
· For we guide ourselves by faith and not by external appearance.

· We walk not by sight or appearance we regulate and conduct ourselves by our convictions.

The center of life for a Christian is Christ and His Word

II. Living by faith is a leap into real living 
· Living by faith, walking by faith is absolutely fundamental to knowing God.
· Real living is supernatural living.

III. Living by faith is a leap into pleasing God.
Living by faith is absolutely fundamental to pleasing God

· Faith makes it possible for you to please God (Hebrews 11:6)
· Faith gives you a good report (Hebrews 11:2)
· Faith makes you an over comer and not victim (1 John 5:4)
· Faith gives you peace with God (Romans 5:1)
· Faith justifies you – once condemned now accepted (Romans 5:1)
· Faith causes you to rejoice in sufferings – once full of complaining (Romans 5:3)
· Faith abides and never wears out  (1 Corinthians 13:13)

· Commit wholeheartedly to the grace of God.
