WELCOME

Our 4-point mission as a church: WINNING PEOPLE, MAKING DISCIPLES, BUILDING LEADERS & REACHING THE WORLD.

WORD

"Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age." 
- Matthew 28:19, 20
Icebreaker: If I would mention the word “disciple”, what is the first word,  phrase or picture that comes to your mind? Why? Share to the group your answer.
Before continuing on with the lesson, we have to understand first that the great commission was given by the Lord to those who are already his disciples. Take note that… 

A disciple is…

· A person who lives continually by the Word of Jesus.

· A person who commits his life completely to the master.

· Someone who lives in a fruit-bearing relationship with Jesus.

· Someone who is committed to unconditional sacrificial love for others.

· Someone who is dedicated to the fulfillment of Christ’s commission.

The Great Commission. 

· Matthew 28:18-20 - Go and make disciples, baptize and teach them. 

· This passage is like a compass that always points north. It continually points in the direction God wants us to go - making disciples. 

The Church in the book of Acts. 

· Small groups began with Christ. He spoke to the masses but met with the twelve. 

· Acts 2:42-47 - The early Church grew rapidly by teaching, fellowship by breaking of bread, prayer, praising, meeting in the temple and from house to house. 

· This is the model for the Church today. Small groups provide discipleship, accountability, evangelism, and relationship. 

Paul, Barnabas, and Timothy principle - We should have someone in our life at all times who falls into each of these categories. 

· Paul represents a discipler. 

· Barnabas represents an encourager and an accountability partner. 

· Timothy represents someone you are discipling. 

Why do you think it is significant to have these 3 important persons to be present in our spiritual walk? Expound your answer.
WORK

· Do you have a person who is discipling you? 

· Do you have a person who is encouraging and holding you accountable? 

· Do you have a person whom you are discipling? If not, why? 

· If so, how has this affected your relationship with Christ and your relationships within the Body of Christ? 

CLOSING

If you do not have a Paul, a Barnabas, or a Timothy in your life, make a decision this week to find someone who can disciple you and one whom you can disciple. Get your compass pointed in the right direction - making disciples. 

Likewise, are you already doing a Paul or Barnabas or Timothy to somebody else’s life? Share to the group your experience and what benefits do you find in doing this/these role/s?

What personal application did you learn from this lesson? How would you specifically apply this truth/insights in your life?

Reminder:
Do not forget to break into two (2’s) or triads (3’s) for the group’s accountability prayer time. Guideline for this: more praying less sharing. Let’s be spiritually accountable to each other. Let us remind ourselves of the church’s main thrust this month of March: DISCIPLESHIP
