WELCOME

Our 4-point mission as a church: WINNING PEOPLE, MAKING DISCIPLES, BUILDING LEADERS & REACHING THE WORLD.

Review: Last week we learned the definitions of the word “disciple” based on what the Bible teaches. We also learned that we should look for our own Paul, Barnabas & Timothy in our spiritual lives and should someday be doing these functions to somebody else’s life.

This week, we would learn that as believers, we are called to be a disciple-maker. In this lesson we will cover the Great Commission, discipleship, and submitting to become a part of the church's vision/mission.

Icebreaker: What is the prime difference between being a disciple and a disciple-maker? What do you think are the characteristics of an effective and good disciple-maker?
WORD

"Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age." 
Matthew 28:19, 20

Be reminded again that… A disciple is…

· A person who lives continually by the Word of Jesus.

· A person who commits his life completely to the master.

· Someone who lives in a fruit-bearing relationship with Jesus.

· Someone who is committed to unconditional sacrificial love for others.

· Someone who is dedicated to the fulfillment of Christ’s commission.
The Great Commission - Matthew 28:18-20. 

· We have been given all the authority that was given to Jesus in heaven and earth. 

· We are commanded to go and make disciples by baptizing them and teaching them to observe all the things Jesus has commanded. 

Discipleship
· A disciple receives teaching and then applies what he or she has learned to his or her own life, then passes it on to others. 

· Discipleship occurs in small groups. 

Jesus' example of discipleship in small groups
· Matthew 9:36 - Jesus was moved with compassion. We must also be moved with compassion for others. This should be our motivating factor. 

· Matthew 10:1-8 - The disciples were an identifiable group. 

· Matthew 12:46-50 - Jesus expressed that disciples have a deeper level of commitment and are related to a kingdom family. 

· Matthew 13:10 - Jesus explained the parables in the small group setting. The level of your commitment of intimacy with Jesus will determine the level of revelation that comes to your life. 
Submitting to the vision of our church
· Whatever vision God gives to the church He has assigned you to be in, you should be a part of that vision. 

· This is the principle of submitting to the lordship of Jesus by realizing that He is the Head of the Church. 

· Once you submit to the vision of your local church and begin participating in that vision, you are stepping into the place of blessing for your life. 

WORK

· Have you submitted to the vision God has given this church and become a part of that vision? 

· Are you a part of an identifiable group in which you are being discipled and you are discipling others? 

· In what ways have you grown spiritually since you became a disciple-maker? 

CLOSING

One of the best tools to achieve quality discipleship is in being an active part of a small group. This is where real discipleship transpires.

Submit to the vision of this church and become a part of that vision. If you are already part of a lifegroup, encourage others who need discipleship and accountability to become part of a small group.

Do not forget to break into two (2’s) or triads (3’s) for the group’s accountability prayer time. Guideline for this: more praying less sharing. Let’s be spiritually accountable to each other. Let us remind ourselves of the church’s main thrust this month of March: DISCIPLESHIP
