Our 4-point mission as a church: WINNING PEOPLE, MAKING DISCIPLES, BUILDING LEADERS & REACHING THE WORLD.

As a review a Disciple is…

· A person who lives continually by the Word of Jesus.

· A person who commits his life completely to the master.

· Someone who lives in a fruit-bearing relationship with Jesus.

· Someone who is committed to unconditional sacrificial love for others.

· Someone who is dedicated to the fulfillment of Christ’s commission.

Icebreaker: Have you experienced being caught up in a situation where you have no option other than to do it? Can you share to the group what it is and how did you manage to do it?

Are you convinced that Jesus commanded us to make disciples? Making disciple was not given to us as an option rather a command that every believer must obey and do.

"Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age." 
Matthew 28:19, 20

We already know and have an understanding of what discipleship is and the command for us to make disciples. Now let us learn some practical things as to how we can make disciples.

Who?
· Pray for God's direction.  For him to lead you to the right person.

· Who do you have opportunity to help? 
· Find a way to hook up with them. 
Disciples are those God is entrusting to you, that He may be able to train through you. 
How?
· Pray for God's direction. For him to teach as how to teach them.

· Love them till they ask you why. (Romans 13:9) 
· Take someone with you. 
· Lead by example -- not by command. 
· Keep Jesus in the center of your relationship.. 
Training has not been accomplished until the desired action is being practiced.

· What steps are you going to take to be able to accomplish God’s command of making disciples?
· List down names of those whom God is leading you to disciple.

· What needs to change in your life in order for you to be an effective discipler?
· How should you treat those whom you are discipling?

If Jesus would come back on earth and take the role of being your discipler, what would be the best teaching He could impart to you that you want to learn from Him? Please share your answer to the group.
What did you learn from this week’s lesson? Are there things in your life that you need to re-learn or polish as a discipler or to be a discipler someday?
