Icebreaker: (Please pick one question and share your answer to the group.)
· How often do you shout?

· Why do you shout? Do you shout because of fear, because of anger, or because of shock?

· Have you ever shouted because of faith?

The success of the Lord’s plan in your life often depends upon your willingness to believe in His plan, His word to your life.  The plan for victory has something to do with a shout.

WORD

Let us read: Joshua 6:1-5

Jericho

· One of the oldest cities in civilization.  Situated on a beautiful plain. 

· Awesome in its location.

· Awesome in its appearance.

· Awesome in the size of its walls.  
For the Israelites, their impossibility is the wall of Jericho that has been keeping them from achieving the promise of God for them. 
Who is the Lord? He is….
· Jehovah Jireh – my Provider

· Ropheka – my Healer

· Nissi – my Banner

· Mkaddish- my Sanctifier

· Shalom – my Peace

· Zidkenu – my Righteousness

· Shammah- Here

· Elyon- Hosts

· Roi – my Shepherd

If you hear the word “Jehovah” or “Yahweh”, what initially comes to your mind? (picture, word, etc.) Why? 

What do the Israelites shouted?
They shouted the shout of faith. 

      Hebrew word for “shout” - Wr ruwa (roo-ah)  

1)  to shout, raise a sound, cry out,  give a blast 

2)  to shout a  war-cry or alarm of battle 

3)  to sound  a signal for war or march 

4)  to shout in  triumph (over enemies) 

5)  to shout in  applause 

6)  to shout (with religious  impulse) 

There’s no sense in shouting unless you have a reason to shout.  If you know God, you have a reason to shout in joy and victory.
You can shout because the Lord Jehovah has spoken---He has proclaimed Himself to be Jehovah. 

Be reminded that victory comes from the Lord.  When the Lord brought down those walls, He was sending out a message to all of Canaan.  “These people are going to get some help.  I, the Lord, will help them.”
