WORSHIP

Ice breaker:

WORD

Let’s read Romans 8:28 And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose

WORK:

· From the stories above, list down the troubles the bible characters experienced, their corresponding actions/reactions and the ending of their story.  What do you observe? What does their story tell you about God? And troubles?

WORD:

Read Psalm 34:19  A righteous man may have many troubles, but the LORD delivers him from them all; 

Read John 16:33  I have told you these things, so that in me you may have peace. In this world you will have trouble. But take heart! I have overcome the world." 

Read 1Corinthians 10:13  No temptation(trouble) has seized you except what is common to man. And God is faithful; he will not let you be tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are tempted (have trouble), he will also provide a way out so that you can stand up under it. 

WORK:

· From the verses above, what does God say about Christian having troubles?  Do you agree or disagree?  What are His promises about the troubles in our lives?  Do you believe in that?

· How will you apply these biblical truths in your specific (trouble) situation?

WORD:

Let's read Psalm 119:71 It is good for me to be afflicted that I might learn Your decrees. 

Let's read Psalm 119:67  Before I was afflicted I went astray, but now I obey your word. 

Let's read Psalm 71:19-21  Your righteousness reaches to the skies, O God, you who have done great things. Who, O God, is like you? Though you have made me see troubles, many and bitter, you will restore my life again; from the depths of the earth you will again bring me up. You will increase my honor and comfort me once again.

CONCLUSION:

Sometimes storms and troubles in our lives educate us  about life, about God, about truth.  Going through storms in our lives also bring us closer to God and lift our lives higher with God.  God is not the author of every trouble in our lives, some are results of our wrong decisions. However, God allows troubles in our lives for specific reasons.
